News from the Committee

From 1st January an additional title award of Diamond Triple Grand Champion will be available.  To be eligible for this award a cat must have earned 100 points with at least 60 points (3 Top 5 first places) gained at ACT shows.  These first place awards must be gained after the points required for a Gold Triple Grand Champion title have been accumulated  ie: 20 point certificates won before this cannot be horded for a future Diamond award. 
Points required for Cat of the Year Awards have been amended (see below).
Titles

Capital Cats Inc awards ACT titles to local and interstate cats.

In order to be eligible for titles up to and including Triple Grand Champion points required are: 

Male Cat  = 70 
Female and Desexed Cats  = 60.
With the added criteria of obtaining at least 2 challenges gained at an ACT Show. 

Points required for a Higher title is 100 points (all cats) with the added criteria of obtaining at least

one top 5 placing in an ACT Show. 

Household Pets (Domestic Cats) must win six Award of Merit/Challenges with a minimum of two from

ACT Shows.
Awards
To be eligible for Cat of the Year in the ACT a cat/kitten must attain the minium points of: 

Desexed Cats = 70

Entire Males - Entire Females - Kittens. = 60
Whilst the owner who is a resident in the ACT must be a Member of Capital Cats Inc (CCI) 
An interstate resident must be:

a. An Associate Member of Capital Cats Inc,  and/or
b. A member of an ACT Cat Club (ie The Birman Cat Club, The Canberra Cat Faniciers Association or the Longhair Cat Club of the ACT).

A ribbon and certificate is awarded for first to cats owned by members/associate members of CCI, whilst a certificate only is awarded to members of ACT Cat Clubs.  In addition Certificates for 2nd  to 5th place will be awarded to cats/kittens who have gained the minimum points required. 

Certificates are also presented to Breeder and Prefix of the Year.
